Taking Inventory

Imagine an occasion when you need to write something related to your coursework or practical training.  Respond to the following questions:

When do you usually begin writing (relative to a deadline)?

What prompts you to begin your writing?

What time of day do you write most often?
 Where do you write most often? 
What counts as essential tools for writing for you?  (computer, ipod, coffee, your favorite pencil, etc.)

Do you plan your writing project?  If so, how often do you write or how do you chunk time when approaching a project?  
What counts as working on writing for you?  Do you write as you research? What do you write when?  

Who reads your drafts?

How do you approach revising a draft?  

How much do you shape your writing process and how much of the process feels shaped by other people or outside forces?
What feels like the best part of your writing process?

What feels most difficult about your writing process at the moment?

At what stage are you often most likely to get stuck with a writing project? (getting started, research, drafting, revising, polishing)
Other observations about your writing process?
